Abstract. Keynesian policies were used by Great Britain after the Second World
War and gradually lost their relevance, but caused Great Britain to struggle in
stagflation. Monetarist economists offered their ideas for controlling inflation and
returning unemployment to a natural level. For example, M. Thatcher, being the prime
minister of Great Britain from 1979 to 1990, carried out a serious reform based on the
theory of monetarism. The article analyzes the advantages and disadvantages of this
policy, as well as the prospects for using the positive steps of this policy.
